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We Are A Global Church 
One of the most poignant stories I've heard about the impact of ministry 
came while I was visiting Ethiopia. I attended a large youth convention that 
included more than two thousand young people. I rode by truck across 
rugged terrain until we got to a distant village off the beaten path. There I 
saw a sea of people who had walked, in most cases, hours to get to the 
convention.  They leaned in to hear speakers proclaim the gospel for hours 
on end, sitting in the hot sun, on the dusty earth.  
  
During one of the breaks, after I had a chance to preach, an elder of the 
community leaned over to me and said, "Once we were dying. The tsetse 
fly was killing our animals. The famine was strong. Nobody cared for us. 
The government didn't care. They didn't help us.  But then the Lutherans 
came and taught us how to raise wheat. They showed us how to use shov-
els and hoes. They gave us seed for the field. We began planting fields 
and growing grain." 
  
"Now," he said, "we are alive." We are alive because of Lutherans. They showed us a new way of 
farming and we live. But they did more," he said, "They taught us about God's love for us. We now 
know Jesus. So, we are twice-alive."  
  
Traveling in Ethiopia, I heard many similar stories: from teens using schools built by Lutherans, 
from grandparents supported by ELCA World Hunger funds as they cared for orphans of the HIV/
AIDs crisis. I saw water flowing in communities because of our work.  In Ethiopia, I learned about 
the incredible impact we have in the world because we are partners with other congregations of the 
ELCA.   We have much to be proud of. 
  
I also gained a new appreciation for the global nature of the church in Ethiopia. Each time I went, 
and I've been there three times, I grew in my understanding of what God is trying to accomplish in 
this world. God is building a global church that draws people into communities interconnected with 
others around the world. As I've worshipped with brothers and sisters around the world, I've realized 
how important it is for us to realize the work of God that goes on beyond our walls. 
  
God is raising up a church that transcends borders. God is doing this because God's vision is that 
the entire world might be set free from sin and death, so that all divisions between people might be 
healed, so that God's vision of abundant life might be realized in and through the church in all plac-
es of the world. We are a part of God's global church when we gather each week. We are worship-
ping around a table that God lays out for people near and far. He offers the presence of Jesus to 
people on all continents so that we might be one (John 17) in Christ.  
  
When you worship, pause and remember that the faith came to us from another part of the world. 
We are joined to Christ in the same way people in other places are joined: by grace, through faith, 
in the waters of Holy Baptism. Then, celebrate what God is doing! 
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Synod Assembly Met 
Our synod gathers in assembly every year to 
celebrate what the church is doing, to pray for 
God's guidance for the future, and to tend to 
the tasks of the many ministries we do with 
other congregations of the synod.  As a 
church of the ELCA, we participate with 129 
other congregations in our area in ministries 
that we could never do alone. We feed the 
poor, we walk with the homeless, we 
strengthen congregations that struggle. We 
provide student ministries at UWM and Mar-
quette and so much more.  
  
The big news in our synod is the election of 
The Rev. Paul Erickson to succeed The Rev. 
Jeff Barrow as bishop of the Greater Milwau-
kee Synod.  Bishop-Elect Erickson is well-
steeped in congregational development and 
has a passion for Godôs mission. He is an 
outstanding pastor and will be a gift to our 
synod.  I look forward to getting to know him 
more.  
  
Of course, Pastor Ericksonôs election meant 
that PJ was not selected as bishop. For this, 
he's grateful. Writing to the Church Council, 
PJ said, "The decision to allow my name to 
be put into nomination was a very difficult one 
for me. I struggled with whether or not I was 
called [to be bishop]. I did not sense the call, 
but others felt my name should be among 
those lifted up. They believed that I may be 
called to be bishop. Of course, the only way 
to know for sure, is to go through with the pro-
cess and to let the Holy Spirit lead the dis-
cernment. The Lutheran understanding of 
ñthe Callò is that the call always comes from 
the outside and that we do not manufacture it 
from within. For this reason, I needed to enter 
into the discernment/election process. I am 
neither surprised nor disappointed that I was 
not elected. I am, however, grateful for the 
affirmation that I am called to this congrega-
tion. I am also thankful to have stood with oth-
er strong pastors who were going through the 
same process as I." 
  
Not all the synod assembly was about the 
Bishop's Election. The Synod Assembly also 
voted on a number of resolutions, including: 
¶ It declared its opposition to state requirements 
that mandates individuals to show state-
issued  IDs before receiving food assistance 

through The Emergency Food Assistance Pro-
gram (TEFAP). In doing so, the assembly calls 
upon congregations of the synod to urge elect-
ed representatives to repeal the ID require-
ments. 

¶ Encouraged congregations to observe an an-
nual Lutheran Social Services Sunday, to cele-
brate ministry we do through 260 programs in 
the 115 communities of Wisconsin and Upper 
Michigan through LSS. 

¶ "Memorialized" the 2016 Churchwide assembly 
to affirm that Black Lives Matter, to support the 
ten-point policy solutions of Campaign Zero, in 
accordance to our Church's social statements 
Freed in Christ: Race, Ethnicity, and Culture 
(1993) and  The Church and Criminal Justice: 
Hearing the Cries (2013) and to encourage 
ELCA congregations to engage the ten-point 
policy solutions of Campaign Zero. 

¶ To request that the ELCA develop guidelines 
that ensure that Churchwide and synodical 
funds not be invested in companies profiting 
from or complicit in human rights violations re-
lated to Israel's occupation of Palestinian land. 
To encourage congregations of the synod to 
engage in interfaith dialog with Palestinians 
(Christian and Muslim) and Jews and Israelis to 
gain a deeper understanding of the conflicts at 
work in the Holy Land and to work for peace. 

¶ To thank, honor and bless Bishop Jeff Barrow 
for six years served as bishop of the Greater 
Milwaukee Synod. 

¶ That the Greater Milwaukee Synod affirm, the 
AMMPARO (Accompanying Migrant Minors 
with Protection) strategy; to "memorialize" the 
ELCA Churchwide Assembly to do the same; to 
encourage the Greater Milwaukee Synod to 
consider ways we can accompany, foster 
awareness, and advocate for children and fami-
lies in Central America, in the countries in 
transit and in the United States of America; 
That our synod use the AAMPARO strategy as 
a guide for ministry by becoming Welcoming 
Congregations and/or Guardian angels while 
advocating policies that are more just and hu-
mane and that uphold and defend the human 
rights of migrant children and their families.  

  
Christ the King sends three voting members to 
the annual synod assembly. Our pastor is al-
ways one of them. We also send two lay peo-
ple. This year's voting members were: Pastor 
Jordan, Mike Groh and Barb Hamann. For 
more information on the synod assembly, visit 
the milwaukeesynod.org, visit with Pastor, 
Mike and Barb.

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The Church Was Always Asking 
For Money 

During 14 years as Chaplain for Shorehaven, I 
visited each new resident upon admission, and 
asked about church affiliation.  Whether the 
people were at Shorehaven for a long- term 
stay, or only a few weeks for rehab, the goal 
was to keep them connected with their home 
church, as well as to inform them of the reli-
gious services offered at Shorehaven. 
 
How many times I heard the comment, ñI used 
to be a member of (congregationôs name), but I 
stopped going to church, because the pastor 
was always talking about money.ò  Or, ñthe 
church was always asking for money.ò  I didnôt 
reply to those comments with the same words 
that Iôm writing in this article, but Iôm telling you, 
if you expect your pastor to be preaching Bible 
based sermons, he/she canôt avoid talking 
about money and offerings. 
 
Early in Bible history, in the time of Moses, he 
gave them Godôs command about ñpaying the 
tithe of your produce.ò  (Deuteronomy 26)  That 
was reiterated many times in the Old Testa-
ment in the words of the prophets.  While they 
criticized people for bringing offerings to the 
temple without being concerned for the needs 
of all the people, they didnôt tell the people to 
stop bringing their offerings.  Malachi reminded 
them that they would be blessed by being  
generous people.  ñBring the full tithe into the 
storehouseéI will open the windows of heaven 
for you and pour down an overflowing  
blessing.ò  (Malachi 3:8-10) 
 
Many of Jesusô parables and teachings had to 
deal with money and offerings.  They include:  
Treasures on earth and in heaven (Matthew 
6:19-21); Investing of the talents (Matthew 
25:14-30; Luke 19:12-27)); the womanôs  
offering of a costly jar of ointment (Luke 7:36-
50); The rich fool (Luke 12:16-21); the widowôs  
offering (Luke 21:1-4). 
 
St. Paul emphasized giving in his teachings, 
notably in the collection of an offering for the 
church in Jerusalem (2 Corinthians 9).  The 
saying, ñGod loves a cheerful giverò comes 
from this chapter. It would be impossible to list 
all the Biblical references to money and giving 
in the length of this article, nor do I need to.  
You get the message! 

One of the favorite stewardship hymns is 
ñTake my life, that I may be consecrat-
ed.ò  (ELW 685).  I suspect that we donôt mind 
singing ñTake my silver and my gold, not a 
mite would I withholdò because most of us 
donôt have gold and silver (except maybe in 
jewelry).  But what if we changed the hymn lyr-
ics to sing ñTake all the money I spend on 
Brewerôs or Packerôs tickets or concerts or any 
recreational pursuit.ò  Some people wouldnôt 
like that.  They may even come to the same 
conclusion that others reached, when they 
said ñI stopped going to church because the 
church was always asking for money.ò
