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It's a Tug of War, Sometimes 
By my own strength, I sometimes pull together 
the strength to  wrestle with what I have been 
taught.  What does all of this mean? How does 
God join me to Christ's death and resurrection 
in Holy Baptism?  What kind of joining does 
God do that brings me new life?  I pull at men-
tal ropes and often find the other end blocked. 
By my own understanding and effort, I cannot 
believe. 
  
Perhaps it's a sign of aging, but I find myself 
thinking about death more often. I wonder, 
what is it like? What will happen? Sometimes, 
the hope I declare in a funeral seems a fanciful 
dream. I can't figure it out. Where's the empiri-
cal evidence? Left to my own thoughts, I do not 
believe.  
  
And yet, something happens when I'm in the 
community of faith and I hear the words echo-
ing among us. Often, your words come as 
sweet relief to me, when you say, "Christ has 
died, Christ is Risen, Christ will come againé" 
Something happens in meé I experience be-
liefé  
  
And when you're reading the lessons on a Sun-
day and I hear words from scripture announc-
ing news that stirs something in me. Daily, in 
this church, you speak scripture to me and 
something gives way.  The rope budges and 
reason lessens its grip.  I believe. 
  
Our catechism, written by Luther, says a rather 
astonishing thing. "I believe that I cannot by my 
own understanding or strength believe in our 
Lord Jesus Christ or come to Him." It reflects 
truth as I experience it. Left to the tugging of 
my own intellect, the proclamation doesn't 
make sense and I can't believe, no matter how 
hard I tug at it. 
  
 
 
 

So what happens to 
me when you speak 
the promises back to 
me? What happens 
in me as I hear you 
read the scriptures? 
Why is it that when I 
am in the company of 
other believers I find 
belief pulling with 
me?  
  
Luther said more 
than just, "I believe 
that I cannot believe." 
He also wrote in the catechism, "ébut the Holy 
Spirit has called me through the gospel, en-
lightened me with his gifts, made me holy, and 
kept me in the true faithé" You can read it for 
yourself in the Third Article of the Apostles' 
Creed. Get out your Small Catechism, or find it 
in the rear of our hymnal and you can read this 
yourself. I cannot believe on my own, BUT the 
Holy Spirit calls, enlightens, makes holy, and 
keeps us in the faith.  In other words, The Holy 
Spirit does in me what I cannot do for myself.  
  
When you are in worship, speaking words to 
each other, hearing the gospel proclaimed from 
me, sharing that faith for the preacher, the Holy 
Spirit is actively doing what the Spirit does. 
When we worship, the Holy Spirit gives us 
words to express the faith given by the Spirit. 
Though we cannot understand how it all works, 
we hold it to be true that God raised Jesus 
from the dead, that God joins us to the death 
and resurrection of Jesus, that God sets us 
free from sin, death, and the devil.   
  
When I remember that, I let go of the rope. I 
stop tugging. I lean into the comfort of that 
which the Spirit does. I trust the stirrings of 
faith and I believe.

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Update on Bishop's Election 
This year, the Synod Assembly, meeting June 
2-4 at Carthage College, will elect a new bish-
op to serve the Greater Milwaukee Synod for a 
six year term. Toni Palmer, in an email mes-
sage to the congregation, last month, an-
nounced that Pastor Jordan was named a po-
tential candidate along with seven other highly 
qualified pastors.   
  
In announcing this honor to the council, Pastor 
Jordan wrote: 
  
I did not seek to have my name put forward as 
a candidate, but did give my assent to leaving 
it in nomination. I did so after a lengthy period 
of prayer and discernmenté. éI ask for your 
prayers for me and the congregation in this 
time. I do not wish any to think that my  
involvement in this process is an expression of 
dissatisfaction with Christ the King. Such a 
characterization would severely misrepresent 
my reasons for letting my name go forward. I 
love this congregation and am committed to 
serving it. I believe God is calling CTK into a 
future that the Holy Spirit is already shaping.  
Planning for fall continues. I expect to be here 
and anticipate that I will not be elected bishop. 
  
The process for selecting a bishop is long. Al-
ready, there have been three bishop's forums 
at which people can meet potential candi-
dates. A final one is being held 6:30 p.m. on 
May 3 at Incarnation Lutheran Church in Mil-
waukee. The election of a bishop begins with 
formal nominations the first night of Synod As-
sembly, June 2. You can learn about the entire 
process by visiting milwaukeesynod.org.

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ELCAôs Comprehensive Campaign Finishes Second Year  

With $80 Million Raised 
The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America's (ELCA) first  comprehensive campaign, Always Being Made 
New: The Campaign for the ELCA, is celebrating the completion of its second year with $80 million in cash 
gifts and gift commitments, representing 40 percent of the five-year, $198 million goal by Jan. 31, 2019. In 
addition, the ELCA has received another $17 million in planned gifts commitments to the priorities of the 
campaign. 
           "This is exciting news about the campaign. At a time when people are concerned about con-
tracting resources, we see the generosity of our members expanding," said the Rev. Elizabeth A. 
Eaton, ELCA presiding bishop. "At a time when some wonder if the church has the capacity to be 
engaged in the world, we are actually extending our work. Truly, together we can do more." 
           Launched Feb. 1, 2014, the campaign seeks to raise $198 million to help sustain and ex-
pand the ministries of this church through four priorities ï Congregations, Hunger and Poverty, Leader-
ship and Global Church. The additional resources will help our church grow our communities of faith, form 
new leaders, welcome our neighbors, overcome malaria, confront hunger and poverty, accompany our global 
churches and so much more. 
Already, gifts to the campaign are making an impact throughout our church: 
Twenty-one new or enhanced ministries with ELCA youth and young adults received funding to 
expand current efforts or launch new initiatives. 

ELCA and local partners broke ground on a new Lutheran Center in Juba, South Sudan, as part of 
the Global Ministry project, South Sudan: A New Church for a New Nation. The groundbreak-
ing signified the beginning of a project to establish the Evangelical Lutheran Church Africa Mis-
sion in South Sudan. 

The campaign's Renewing Congregations priority distributed 17 grants to synods and congrega-
tions across the ELCA. This includes 11 Synodical Renewing Congregations strategies, four 
fast-growth congregations and two area-ministry strategies.  

ELCA World Hunger experienced its second year of growth, expanding work in 10 countries, in-
cluding the United States. 

           "A campaign is a marathon. There is the starting line, which is accompanied by fanfare and 
applause, and there is the finish line, which in our case is the $198 million goal. Right now, we are 
in the middle of this marathon," said the Rev. Ron Glusenkamp, director for the campaign. "In the 
midst of this campaign, we are giving thanks to God for all the connecting lines that make this 
church and this effort so amazing. No matter what your passion is, whether it's leadership, congre-
gations, responding to hunger and poverty or our global church, we are learning that we can do 
more together." 
           In its third year, the campaign is focused on the Hunger and Poverty priority with ELCA 
World Hunger. A signature ministry of the ELCA, ELCA World Hunger works to end hunger and 
poverty in the United States and around the world through a comprehensive approach and unparal-
leled worldwide network of individuals, congregations, companion churches and partners in nearly 
60 countries. 
           "Over the decades, the rate of extreme hunger in the world has been cut by almost 60 per-
cent, and realized hunger in the United States has been reduced dramatically. In many ways, the 
work of the ELCA has been at the forefront and set an example from which many others have 
learned," said the Rev. Dan Rift, director for ELCA World Hunger and Disaster Appeal. "Growing 
ELCA World Hunger as part of the campaign comes at a moment when some of the overall gains in 
overcoming hunger are being undone by new challenges. It seems that an emphasis on ELCA 
World Hunger this year comes at exactly the time when it is needed most." 
           Kicking off the campaign's year-of-emphasis was ELCA World Hunger's 40 Days of Giving, a 
special Lenten initiative to heighten awareness of and support for this ministry and its work through-
out the world. In total, more than 500 congregations registered as participants in the initiative with 
an overall fundraising goal of $2 million for ELCA World Hunger.   Continued pg. 13
