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The Jesus Prayer 
What do your prayers sound like when you bow your head and reach out 
toward heaven? Mine have a familiar pattern to them that reflect those 
things that hit my heart: I thank God for all the good gifts God gives. I ask 
for forgiveness for those areas in my life in need of Christ's redeeming, life-
giving power: I call on God to look after family, friends, and others.  Prayer 
after prayer follow patterns I've learned over time.  How about yours? 
  
I've learned other prayers, along the way, too. Walter Brueggemann's 
book, Prayers for a Privileged People, cause my prayers to utter things I'd 
rather not say: 

"We are so self-sufficient, we do not easily turn from our ways to 
yours. And so amid our trust in you comes our fated self-confidence, 
our urge to manage, our wish for self-sufficiency. So, we, unsettled in 
deep ways, want to believe more than we do. But even now, we be-
lieve enough to know that your good way does not depend on our 
trust. So, be our God - yet again - this time, and we will be honest in our double-mindedness as 
we turn to you in our fear." 

  
Our friends at Reformation Lutheran have a communal prayer they have been saying for a long 
time. They call it the "Jesus Prayer" and it is adapted from the words of Mother Teresa. They pray it 
at every gathering and as they do, they are shaped by the words, while asking God to open their 
eyes to a vision greater than themselves. Whenever they are together, they pray, 
 

ñO Jesus, grant that today we may be able to see you in the people we meet, and that by offer-
ing them our care, we may serve you.  Grant that, even if you are hidden under the unattractive 
disguise of anger, or crime, or mental illness, or addiction, or just plain nastiness, we may rec-
ognize you and say, 'Jesus, you who suffer, how sweet it is to serve you.' Grant  
us, Lord, this vision of faith and our work will never be boring. Amen." 

 
I'd love it if we could join them in this prayer.  How we pray and what we pray shapes our lives. It 
would be great if the Jesus Prayer could become ours. From them, we could receive this prayer as 
a gift. This prayer would call us to see God at work in the world and call us to deeper ministry. It 
would challenge us to recognize God in hidden places: in the anger of others, in crime and mental 
illness, in the midst of addiction and nastiness. Praying this prayer would call us to renew our vision 
and our commitment, while strengthening our relationship with our ministry partners at Reformation 
Lutheran.

Our program year will soon be starting up again as will the choirs at CTK.  We are always 
open to receiving new members into any of our groups.  You are welcome to come to a re-
hearsal and give it a try.  No prior background experience is needed and there is no audition.  
I am listing information for what is happening, musically, this fall.  Please consider joining 
one of our groups.

Having moved to Wales in the summer of 
1973, we chose Christ the King Lutheran 
Church of Delafield to attend because it 
seemed to be just the right fit for ourselves and 
our two young boys about to enter the KM 
Schools. We have never once looked back on 
that decision throughout the 40+ years weôve 
attended Christ The King.  
One way we worship Jesus Christ is through 
our Stewardship, the giving of our time, talents 
and mammon (money) to Christ the King. Eve-
ry year we have completed pledge cards 
promising to give $XX to the church, and for 
the past 15 or so years, our pledging has 
evolved into a percentage of income instead of 
a flat dollar amount. That has worked well 
since our giving is based solely on a percent-
age of that for which we are given Stewardship 
responsibilities. Our giving method simply 
works like this: For every $1.00 that comes in-
to our personal checking account, $.XX is reg-
istered (written) in a separate check-book reg-
istry. This $.XX remains in the same checking 
account, but it is designated for giving to CTK 
(and a few other charities we give to). By grad-
ually increasing the percentage amount, we 
have for at least a decade or more given ap-
proximately 10% of our cash-flow income 
away, with most of it going to Christ The King. 
Recently, we added that a portion of our IRA 
income be given directly to the church thereby 
helping to insure that CTK receives a monthly 
check from us even when we are away. Anoth-
er way of doing the same thing would be to set 
up a ñSimply Givingò account that is available 
through the church.  
Our method of giving works well, especially 
when one canôt decide on how much to give. 
Because Christ, who with God the Father 
owns everything we have, and has allowed us 
to be Stewards of all that is his, we in turn are 
blessed to be able to worship him through  
our method of gifts to Christ the King.   
So, we ask that you consider joining us in wor-
shipping our Lord and Savior by giving to 
Christ the King a prayerful percentage, or a 
portion of all that he has put, or is currently 
putting, in your care as His personal Steward.  
May God Bless You and all of your Gifts to 
Christ the King.

MOVING FORWARD 
Can you believe that summer is almost behind 
us?  Soon it will be fall, my favorite time of the 
year.  The weather is more manageable and 
the colors are beautiful.  However, when winter 
follows, I canôt wait for spring. 
 
In upcoming bulletins, we will be featuring a 
ñCommittee of the Weekò article.  This will keep 
you informed as to what we are doing to keep 
CTK on the move.  We always strive to im-
prove our Councilôs relationship with the mem-
bership at large and encourage everyone to 
step forward with comments, ideas and assis-
tance when called upon. 
 
Last month I touched upon our financial situa-
tion.  Unfortunately, I canôt report any improve-
ment. 
 
When we created the 2015 budget, we literally 
nickeled and dimed our proposed expenses. 
Even though we added positions, the projected 
expenses were reduced by about $57,000 as 
compared to the 2014 budget.  So, in line with 
those proposed reductions, as of the end of 
July, our expenses are $23,323 less than the 
same time last year.   But, on the flip side, our 
general offerings are $22,494 less than 2014.  
Our Treasurer has to pace bill paying based on 
each Sundayôs income.  In his July monthly In-
come and Expense Report, he states that 
ñYear-to-date, our average monthly expenses 
were $45,972 vs. average monthly income of 
$37,423ò.   At this time, there are no reserved 
funds to cover unexpected items.  Even though 
our mortgage payments were reduced by 
about $2,200 by the sale of the Trinity House, 
thatôs not enough to get us though this slump.  
I have advised Council that there is a tempo-
rary spending freeze on any non-essential 
items. Council decided that, if necessary, we 
will have to use our credit line at the Waukesha 
State Bank to cover some expenses for the 
time being.   
 
This financial situation is not unusual for this 
time of the year, but this year itôs been a little 
more extreme. Historically, offerings are down 
in the summer months due to family events 
and vacations.  Our CTK family always comes 
through in time of need.  We are there to help 
others when called upon.  Now we need a little

Late Summer Outreach Project!   
CTKôS Late Summer Project (August, Sep-
tember, October) is LWR Personal Care Kits.  
The United Nations estimate the number of 
homeless, hungry, sick people in our world to 
be at least 60 million. Due to war, famine, and 
natural disasters, that number tends to in-
crease through mostly no fault of those ñleast 
of Godôs childrenò.  Lutheran World Relief, our 
churchesô social agency for about 75 years, 
has come up with lots of ways to fill the 
needs, including ñpartnerò groups in various 
countries  around the globe.  (See poster in 
Upper Sanctuary and/or east hallway).  With 
the Synodical Annual LWR Drive ending 
about Mid-October, PLEASE begin now to 
assemble the required items.  Make your own 
kit to donate, having all items wrapped in a 
bath towel and secured with strong ribbon/
yarn/string, or over the 2 1/2 months we can 
collect items in marked boxes and assign an 
ñassembly ñ day to make our kits in time to get 
them mailed to the proper LWR warehouse.  
Take your pick; boxes to receive items will be 
in the Upper Sanctuary by August. 
  
Include the following items in each  
Personal Care Kit: 
¶ One light-weight bath-size towel (20ò x 40ò 
to 52ò x 27ò), dark color recommended 

¶ 2-3 bath-size bars of soap totaling 8-9 
ounces, (no mini-hotel size bars, please) 
in original packaging 

¶ One adult-size toothbrush in its original 
packaging* 

¶ One sturdy comb (no picks or fine-toothed 
combs); remove packaging 

¶ One metal nail clippers (attached file op-
tional); remove packaging 

¶ Rubber bands, string, ribbon or yarn to se-
cure each Kit. 

*Toothbrush multi-packs may be used by 
sealing an individual toothbrush in a business
-size envelope; no plastic bags or wrap. 
Do not add other items or leave out any of 
the items listed. 
All items should be new and in good condi-
tion.  Wrap all the items in the towel and tie 
securely with ribbon or yarn.
