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 New life comes only 
through God in Jesus. 
We hold out hope that 
God will make all 
things new. We point 
to the resurrection 
and declare that 
God's work in the 
grave is a sign of 
God's deep commit-
ment to breaking eve-
ry power that de-
stroys life.  We do not 
know when or how 
this new life will fully 
become a reality 
among us. Rather, we trust that God's new life 
is coming among us. It is already among us, 
but not, yet, fully in place. 
  
Here's how we recognize God's new life in the 
world. We know God's life wherever we see 
healing coming to places of brokenness. We 
see God's new life emerge wherever people 
are being raised out of poverty, in places 
where the hungry are being fed, in healing 
places that bring hope, in forums where peace 
breaks down walls of division. Wherever the 
destructive powers of death and self-centered 
sinfulness are turned, the power of God's new 
life is found. 
  
God's vision for this world is that it would be 
restored. To this end, God has called us, the 
Church, to action. We are to be God's hands 
and feet working as the body of Christ in the 
world, bringing the new life of Jesus to places 
where death and destruction are still at work: 
In our lives, in the church, in our communities 
and in the world.   
  
When we are the church, living and enacting 
God's mission of new life through Jesus, peo-
ple will look and see that God is making all 
things new.

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Whereôs New Life to Be Found  
The pages of the calendar say it's a new year. 
The old has passed away and the new has 
come.  The bearded and bent man has shuffled 
off the stage, replaced by the infant of expecta-
tion.  And what has come with this 
change?  What is different?  
  
We're still talking about violence in Syria, fear 
of ISIS, and outlandish statements made by 
politicians.  There are still hungry folks in the 
world. Trouble still stalks the night, claiming vic-
tims of the street, victims in their 
homes.  Emergencies still interrupt and we are 
often caught by surprise. 
  
Yet, we of faith speak of new life in Jesus 
Christ?  What's so new about this life? When 
will it be among us and how will we know 
it?  These are important questions for us in 
times of trouble, when fear stalks, when we 
ponder what is going on in our world.   
  
The vision of faith given us by John describes a 
new reality that is coming, a new heaven and 
earth that will replace the broken creation with-
in which we live.  When this new world comes, 
death will be no more, tears will stop flowing, 
mourning will be turned to joy, and pain will be 
finally and fully comforted. The voice of God 
will call out to us in our hiding places. God will 
say, "Look! I'm making all things new!"  And 
we'll look around and see that the enemies 
stalking us have been transformed. Death, 
pain, suffering, and fear will come to an end. 
(Revelation 21) 
  
The change of a calendar does not have the 
power to do this. No politician we elect will 
bring this kind of peace. No government is ca-
pable of fixing this messed up world. If we pin 
our hopes on a candidate, we will be disap-
pointed. Our help comes from the Lord, the 
maker of heaven and earth.  No other has the 
power to enter into the suffering of this world 
and transform it into everlasting peace and new 
life.

American community on 12/11/2015  
 
     CHICAGO (ELCA) ï In a Dec. 11 letter to 
the Muslim-American community, the Rev. 
Elizabeth A. Eaton, presiding bishop of the 
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America 
(ELCA), said, "I am writing on behalf of many 
Christians in this country who wish to share a 
word of solidarity, love and hope with you in 
these difficult days." 
 
The full text of the letter follows: 
     "Grace and peace to you. I am writing on 
behalf of many Christians in this country who 
wish to share a word of solidarity, love and 
hope with you in these difficult days. 
     "In this season of Advent, we, your Chris-
tian neighbors, are preparing to celebrate the 
birth of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, who 
commanded that "you shall love the Lord your 
God with all your heart é [and] you shall love 
your neighbor as yourself" (Mark 12:30-31, 
NRSV). 
     "In our love for you, our Muslim neighbors, 
we are distressed by the ways in which you 
are being forced to bear the fears held by 
many in our nation. Therefore, we renew our 
commitment to find even more effective ways 
to protect and defend you from words and ac-
tions that assault your safety and well-being. 
We believe God calls us to resist what is divi-
sive, discriminatory, xenophobic, racist or vio-
lent, and we want you to look to us as allies 
and friends. 
     "The global refugee and migrant crisis and 
the acts of terror committed in this country and 
around the world are challenges that demand 
our collective efforts and our common prayers. 
Therefore, we will seek to stand shoulder to 
shoulder with you as agents of peace, justice, 
understanding, welcome and reconciliation for 
the sake of the world that God so loves. 
     "In this holy season, when we anticipate the 
light that the darkness cannot overcome (John 
1:5, NRSV), we are reminded of God's gift of 
life abundant for all. Together with you, we are 
committed to building a stronger society based 
on the dignity of each human being, the value 
of diversity, the holiness of creation and the 
common good. We pledge our partnership and 
invite our local communities into continued dia-
logue and engagement to this end."

Ministry 
The Church Council and Pastor Jordan are 
thankful and honored to announce that CTK 
has received a major gift in memory of Dee 
Jorgensen.  The gift comes from Chuck 
Jorgensen and his family as a way to 
strengthen the ministry of CTK. The Jorgen-
sens have been longtime members of Christ 
the King.  
  
In giving this gift, Mr. Jorgensen expressed 
deep gratitude for the ministry provided for 
him and his family at the time of Deeôs decline 
and death. He said that he is giving the gift 
because he appreciates the ministry that is 
taking shape in our congregation. He specifi-
cally talked about the excellence he sees in 
worship services and adult education, the 
lengths to which we go to include children in 
the life of the congregation, the calling of and 
giftedness of Christine, and musical leader-
ship provided by Art and the choir. In other 
words, Chuck loves Christ the King. He says 
he hopes his gift will enhance the worship life 
of the congregation. 
  
Pastor Jordan sat with Chuck and asked 
about his hopes for the gift. Mr. Jorgensen 
asked that it be used to install a high-quality 
audio-visual system so that we might project 
words, images, and videos during worship. 
Mr. Jorgensen was unaware that his vision 
was shared by many in leadership. Mr. 
Jorgensen wants to help make worship more 
accessible for folks his age, younger parents, 
and others who have a hard time holding hym-
nals, flipping through bulletins, or just follow-
ing along. 
  
Executive Committee conversed about this gift 
at its meeting in December and presented the 
following plan to the Church Council. The 
Council commended the plan.  
 
1. That appreciation be expressed to Chuck 
Jorgensen and his family for this gift. 
2. That a steering committee be formed out 
of the Worship Committee to begin a process 
leading to the implementation. 
3. That such a committee include any and all 
stake-holders, including those with technical 
knowledge related to AV. Paul Neumiller, for 

example, ought to be a part of this because of 
the need for such a screen to integrate with the 
sound system. 
4. That PJ be a key leader in this endeavor for 
two very important reasons. 1) Its use will im-
pact worship and the pastor of a congregation is 
responsible for the worship life of the congrega-
tion; and 2) PJ has experience in design, instal-
lation, and execution of such systems, having 
installed them in two congregations and used 
them in worship for about eight years. His expe-
rience and knowledge will be critical to this pro-
jectôs success. 
That communication with the congregation be 
intentional. Such communication should flow 
two ways. It should inform the congregation of 
developments along the way. This communica-
tion should also solicit input through appropriate 
feedback loops such as listening sessions, in 
which people are given opportunity to respond 
to plans.  
  
This is a significant development in the life of 
our congregation. God is indeed blessing us in
